Secretary Gardner read the minutes from the May 22, 2011meeting.  The minutes were approved 5-0.  Joan Gardner, motion, and Steve Daily, second.  Vote carried 6-0.

ISSUES OF INTEREST:  President Drapp discussed issues of interest:
1. TECO WILLOW OAK TRANSMISSION LINES:  No change.  Status Open
2. NEIGHBORHOOD APPEARANCE:  2607 Pemberton Creek Dr. (Meents) is now owned by Onewest Bank FSB with some yard clean up and is for sale.  6604 Pemberton Sage (Warren) is now owned by  Wachovia Mortgage FSB, has had yard clean up and is for sale.  2852 Pemberton Creek lot (Ninan) still has overgrown areas.  The Petkova home has sold to the Mantovani’s and Marcela Seelig plans to call on them.  Marcella has also called on new property owners at 2814 Pemberton Creek and they have expressed some concerns about tree removals in the area and also urged walkers of dogs to pick up after them.  The Board approved this year’s PEMBERTON PRIDE MONTH to be November 15 thru December 15 and Gene Gardner will place a sign on the bulletin board.  Status Open
3. REZONE OF MUCK POND/MCINTOCH: Nothing to report.  Status Open
4. CONSTRUCTION AT N.E. CORNER OF MCINTOSH/GORE RD:  This is rumored to be a small strip mall.  Status Open

TREASURER’S REPORT:  Joan Gardner reported current membership is still at 29 with a current bank balance of $8,117.35.  Secretary Gardner felt we need to have a general membership drive and with the Board’s agreement this will be in the list of goals for 2012 and addressed at the October 29th meeting.
OLD BUSINESS:
1)  P.C.P.O.A.WEBSITE:  There was considerable discussion about the website status and the need for updating of the web page information provided as well as an immediate need to have the web directory and the word directory updated.  President Drapp will take action to speak with the website manager, will arrange for outside assistance for needed updates and work will work with volunteers Marcela and Joan for information required to update the web directory and the word directory for copying in order to have Directory copies for distribution October 29th social.  (Status Open)  
2) FALL BUSINESS MEETING/SOCIAL:  The meeting/social plans are going forth to resemble last year’s event at the Drapp/Powell residences.  Marcela will be working with Jim for final purchasing and set up plans for the picnic and Gene Gardner will place the sign on the bulletin board.
3) There was a considerable planning discussion relating to the proposed meeting agenda.  Secretary Gardner will provide President Drapp with a working copy of the Agenda for his input before finalizing it for printing.   (Status Open)
4) BULLETIN BOARD PAVING STONE ISSUE:  Steve Daily reported that the bulletin board area paving stones have been replaced.  (Status Closed)
5) ENTRY GROUND LIGHTING ISSUE:  Steve Daily will check the ground light at the entrance to determine if it just needs a new bulb or if there is an issue with the wiring.  (Status Open)
NEW BUSINESS:  
1.  President Drapp inquired of the current board as to their willingness to serve again in 2012 in the event there were no volunteers at the next business meeting.  All current board members agreed to serve, however, we will go on a recruitment effort to get new members interested in serving.  In the event we have newly elected members, a transition meeting is scheduled for November 13, 2011 for 4:00 PM at Jim Drapp’s home. 

ROUND TABLE:  
1.  It was mentioned that the county trash hauling contracts may be coming up for bid.  Most members expressed satisfaction with the current neighborhood hauler.
2. It was discussed that to remove large trees living trees require a county permit to do so and that property owners do not seem to be aware of that requirement.  Perhaps mention this requirement at the next business meeting.
3. It was agreed that a membership drive goal should be to increase membership by 10% per year back to the 40 plus that the association used to have a few years ago.
4. Secretary Gardner made a call to Commissioner Victor Crist’s office to help facilitate removal of a tree which fell across the street and was obstructing traffic on Pemberton View Drive. He found out that the county will remove trees from the street ONLY, but now due to budget constraints, they will not remove any material from the private property as was done in previous years.  Perhaps mention this at the next business meeting.
