MINUTES FROM THE BOARD MEETING August 7, 2011
BUSINESS MEETING WAS CALLED TO ORDER by President Drapp at his home at 4:15 P.M.  Board members present were:

WEBSITE MANAGER
Secretary Gardner presented the minutes from the May 22, 2011 Board meeting.  Minutes were approved without correction.  Marcela Seelig  motioned to approve and Steve Daily seconded.  Vote: 5-0 to approve.
ISSUES OF INTEREST:

President Drapp discussed issues of interest:

a.)  TECO Willow Oak transmission lines.  The construction is progressing slowly. Status Open

b.)  NEIGHBORHOOD APPEARANCE/FORECLOSURERS:  The Meent’s house has been cleaned out with some yard work done and now has a for sale sign.  Foreclosure is complete and the property is now owned by a bank. 2814 Pemberton Creek Dr. (Atwater) property is being rehabilitated by new owners with long term prospect of completion.  The property at 2812 Pemberton Creek (Griffith) has new owners.   The 6604 Pemberton Sage Ct. (Warren) and the 2802 Pemberton Creek Dr. (Ninan) lot need mowing. 2504 Pemberton Creek Dr. is now being cared for, the lawn mowed, etc.  It remains in the Nguyen family.  Status Open

c.)  CITY OF TAMPA WELL DRILLING:  According to Tampa City officials well drilling is not progressing and the project has been shelved.  President Drapp recommended this item be removed from future discussion.  Status Closed

d.)  STATUS OF REZONE MUCK POND/MCINTOSH:  The developer project appears to be on hold with nothing new to report.  Status Open

e.)  CONSTRUCTION AT THE NORTHEAST CORNER OF MCINTOSH/GORE RD:  Steve Daily reported that a neighbor related to him that a SweetBay store was slated for construction at this corner.  While there does appear to be site preparation ongoing, the ultimate use of this property is unknown.  President  Drapp will research and report.  Status Open
TREASURER’S REPORT:

Joan Gardner reported a current balance of $8,507.35 , with current membership at 29.  There was some discussion about having to draw from reserves to accommodate the fall business/social meeting and it was agreed that the amount would be small and not have a major impact on the overall balance.  Board members were urged to talk with neighbors and try to get more owners interested in becoming members.  It was noted the P.C.P.O.A. newsletter was sent out in mid- June and resulted in one additional membership check.
NEW BUSINESS:


1.)  P.C.P.O.A.WEBSITE:  There was considerable discussion about the website contents status.  Secretary Gardner pointed out that the By-Laws require a posting of upcoming scheduled meetings and by having the Board Minutes posted on the website that requirement was fulfilled as they contain the date, time and place of the next meeting.  Treasurer Gardner related that some changes have been updated on the Directory and that she has given Website Manager Hyatt a second group of changes to be made.  The Website Manager Hyatt had mentioned to her that she would like to also make some changes to the content of the other website tabs. It was further determined that the next Board meeting will be advertised on the bulletin board.  Secretary Gardner will post the minutes (which include the next meeting date) a week in advance of the scheduled meeting.  President Drapp indicated he would speak with website Manager Hyatt to determine the status.

2.)  Member at Large Social Chairman, Marcela Seelig reported she had called on two new property owners.  One owner was not at home at the time and the other one preferred not to fill out the form to put information in the Directory.  Public record has printed the ownership names in the newspaper.

3.  FALL BUSINESS MEETING/SOCIAL:  Member at Large Social Chairman, Seelig reported that her yard was not in condition to host the picnic and that she had been unable to find a volunteer.  President Drapp offered to work with her to find a volunteer and if they were unable to do so, he would consider hosting it again with his neighbor.  
ROUND TABLE:  There was considerable discussion about the necessity to place a call to Hillsborough Code Enforcement when lawns continue to be unkept.  Secretary Gardner outlined the process which is confidential in that the county does NOT require the person filing a complaint to give their name.  They need only to provide the street address and if possible the owner’s name of the overgrown property.
Also, the paving stones which the P.C.P.O.A. installed around a flower bed behind the bulletin board appear to be shifting and require resetting.  The ground light at the Pemberton Creek entrance sign requires a new bulb.  President Drapp offered to see to these two items.
